To Mount Fixture to Wall  (Figures 1 & 2)

CAUTION: BE SURE POWER IS OFF AT THE MAIN BREAKER BOX 
PRIOR TO INSTALLATION.

1.   Carefully unpack the fixture from the carton.

2.   Fixture front (A) and back (B) are shipped installed.  To     	       	
      separate, remove thumb screws (C), and pull apart.  			
      Save parts for later use. (Figure 1)

3.   Remove short #8 black screw (J) from electric box cover 	       	
      (G) and save for later use. Attach electric box cover (G) to 		
      wall mounting bracket (D) using #8 black screw (J).  With a 		
      pencil, mark the location of all mounting holes in the 		
      wall mount bracket (D) on the wall behind. 

4.   Drill 1/4" holes in the locations marked on the wall. For holes 	
      using anchors, place the tapered end of the anchors (E) 	        	
      into the holes and gently tap them flush to the wall 			 
      using a light weight hammer.

5.   Thread the wires in the electrical box through the hole in the 		
      wall mounting bracket (D) while moving the bracket 			 
      into position. Using the 1" #10 screws (F), screw the bracket 	
      securely to the wall. Be careful not to over-tighten or strip 		
      the anchors.

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To Mount Fixture to Wall  (Figures 1 & 2)

6.   Hold the fixture back (B) close to the wall mounting bracket 	
      (D) and using suitable wire connectors (not provided)         	
      connect fixture wires to supply wires (white to white and 	
      black to black). Run a pigtail lead from the ground screw 	
      (I) and cupped washer (H) to the electrical box and connect 	
      all ground wires (bare copper or green to bare copper or 	
      green).

CAUTION: MAKE SURE WIRE CONNECTORS ARE TWISTED ON      
SECURELY, AND NO BARE WIRES ARE EXPOSED.

7.   Carefully tuck all wires behind the fixture back (B) and place 	
      over the bracket (D) so the holes in fixture back (B) match 	
      the threaded standoffs protruding from the wall mounting 	
      bracket (D). Secure by threading the (2) #8 black screws (P) 	
      through the holes in the fixture back (B) and into the stand	
      offs on the wall mounting bracket (D).

To Install Glass  (Figure 3)

Component Parts

A   Fixture Front
K   Glass (2)
L   Rubber O-Ring (4)
M   Knurled Ball (4)
Q   Washer (4)

1.   Knurled balls (M), rubber o-rings (L), and washers (Q) ship 	
      installed.  Remove from threaded studs on fixture front (A).  	
      Save for later use.

2.   Slide glass (K) over end of fixture front (A).  Align holes in 	
      glass with threaded studs on fixture front (A).  

3.   Slip glass (K) over threaded studs followed by washers (Q), 	
      rubber o-rings (L) and knurled balls (M).  Tighten knurled 	
      balls (M) to secure glass.  Be sure not to over tighten.  

4.   Repeat for remaining glass.

To Complete Fixture Install  (Figure 4)

Component Parts

A   Fixture Front
B   Fixture Back
C   Thumb Screws (2)
N   Sockets (2)
O   Bulbs (2) (Included)

1.   Install bulbs (O) into sockets (N). Be careful not to touch 	
      bulb with bare hands; oil from the hands will dramatically 	
      reduce bulb life.

2.   Slide fixture front (A) over fixture back (B) and fasten with 	
      two thumb screws (C). 

3.   Restore electricity at main breaker.
