Cleaning Instructions

To clean the hand shower face plate: Remove the shower handle from the
hose. Soak the hand shower in a 50/50 solution of white vinegar and water for
30 minutes to dissolve mineral buildup. Reassemble; do not overtighten the
hﬁndle to the hose. Turn on the shower to wash the impurities out of the hand
shower.

To clean the Wall Grab Bar or Arm Mount Unit: Wipe with soft, damp cloth
- do not use detergent or cleansers that may be harmful to the finish.
